retail for under $120.00. No Jetts, no Nelsons, No special Racing Engines!!!! 
Stock engine, stock carb, stock muffler. Must idle and must shut off on command. 

Propeller: Only commercially available propellers without modification may be used.
Fuel: SUPPLIED (15%) 
Fees: $20.00 per pilot, per class. Includes lunch ticket.
Rewards: Mostly Bragging Rights. Will recognize Fastest Lap Time, and 1st through 3rd. 
Course: Two-pylon, 400 ft. must fly out over the pylon area 
Heats: 4-plane heats, Standing start, Ten Lap Heats. 
Inspection: All planes will be inspected for compliance with RCPRO rules.

We will run 4 rounds of heats, followed by A, B and C main events.
